ADVISEMENT OF RIGHTS

          ________________________________________


As a child charged with a crime, you have these rights. 

1.
You have the right to an attorney.  If your parents need time to hire an attorney for you, the Court will give them time.  If your parents can not afford to hire an attorney for you, the Judge can appoint an attorney to represent you.  Sometimes children or their parents think that the child does not need a lawyer.  A lawyer is also important for a guilty child because the Judge must decide what to do with the child.  Some children go to juvenile jail.

2.
You have the right to have a public hearing.  If you prefer, most hearings can be closed to the public.

3.
You have the right to confront and cross-examine witnesses.  This means that the witnesses or people who provide evidence against you must come into Court and testify while you are standing there and listening.  You then have a right to ask these witnesses questions.  Your lawyer can do this for you.

4.
You have the right to present evidence.  This means that you can summon people into Court to answer your questions.  You can show the Judge photographs, drawings or other things.  You need to know that the Judge cannot see or hear certain types of evidence.  The Attorney for the Commonwealth may object or argue that some of your evidence should be thrown out or ignored.  Your lawyer can help you with this.

5.
You have the privilege against self-incrimination.  This means that you cannot be required to testify or give evidence against yourself.

6.
If you do not like what the Judge does, you have the right to appeal your case and get a new trial in the Circuit Court.  If you want to appeal, you must come to the J&DR Clerk during the first 10 days after the case is finished and tell the Clerk that you want to appeal.
